   This rider is part and parcel to the attached contract dated between Tommy Tutone, aka Tommy Heath (hereinafter referred to as "Artist"), and __________________ (hereinafter referred to as "Purchaser"). All provisions contained herein are part of one and the same contract.

Purchaser warrants that it has the right to enter into this contract and is of age. Purchaser agrees to supply at Purchaser's sole cost and expense and adhere to the following requirements of Artist:

Should there be a problem in meeting a requirement of this Rider, the Purchaser must contact Artist’s Agent or Management Co. immediately.

I. BILLING, ADVERTISING, and PUBLICITY
A.

1. Artist shall receive one hundred percent (100%) Sole Star billing or Special Guest billing, which ever is applicable, in all advertising, lights, displays, programs, etc. Billing advertising and publicity is to read in bold block lettering: Tommy Tutone
B.


Purchaser shall allow absolutely no video taping, photographing, recording or

broadcast of Artist's performance, including, without limitation, any audio and/or

visual
process without prior written approval from Artist. Purchaser shall not

commit Artist to any personal appearances, interviews, or any other type of

promotion without prior consent from Artist.
C.


Artist shall have the sole and exclusive right, but not the obligation to sell souvenir merchandise carrying Artist's name (i.e., T‑shirts, hats, jackets, etc.),including 
compact discs in connection with and at the performance hereunder, and 
the receipts therefrom shall belong exclusively to the Artist.

II. EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES

A. LIGHTS:

Shall be a high quality, professional lighting system with a competent lighting technician.
B.  SOUND:

Buyer shall provide at no cost to the artist a first class sound system with amplification consisting of the following: A stereo "Front of house" system, which shall be capable of distortion free sound levels of no less than 109 dB spl at the rear of the venue. Speakers shall not block any audience sight lines. 

System shall include but not limited to the following:
1). A thirty-two-(32) channel (or greater) mixing console. Midas XL-4, XL-200, Yamaha PM-4000, Soundcraft Series Five are acceptable choices. No Mackie or Peavy.    All efforts shall be made to place mix position center house between 55 & 75 feet from the stage.

2). A rack of effects or plug ins consisting of at least one (1) digital delay (TC-2290, SDE-3000); two (2) digital reverbs (PCM-81/90 & SPX-990); eight (8) gates (Drawmer or BSS); and ten (10) compressors (dbx, K-T, or BSS). The system shall also include high quality 1/3 octave graphic EQ (KT DN-360 or DN-3600) for each zone as well as a CD player.
3). A (minimum) thirty-two (32) channel monitor console located at far stage left, with a full clear view to all performers. 
4). Four (4) discreet monitor mixes with EQ inserted on each mix.
5). Four (4) 15” x 2” monitor cabinets, one (1) large drum fill w/subwoofer and two (2) 3-way side fills. 
6). An assortment of high quality professional microphones,1 active direct box, and a full compliment of microphone stands and cables.

C. STAGE

1. Stage must be cleared of all cases and unnecessary equipment and cleaned (swept) prior to performance. It must be min. of 24'w x 20'd x 3’.

2. One riser must be provided one 8' X 8' X 12" tall (for Drums).

3. A minimum of 2 stage hands must be available before and after the performance to assist Artist, Artist's crew and sidemen.

5. Hand towels and room temp water must be available during performance for Artist and sidemen.

6. If the engagement is to be outdoors, The Purchaser agrees to provide adequate covering over the stage and adjacent off‑stage areas that will protect Artists and equipment from the elements, all to Artist's satisfaction.

LOAD‑IN/LOAD‑OUT/SOUND CHECK:

Artist requires approximately 60 minutes for load‑in and set‑up, and

approximately 20 minutes for load‑out. Sound check time shall be allotted subject to Artist's travel schedule. A minimum of one hours shall be provided for the

sound check.

PERSONNEL:

1. Purchaser will provide operating personnel for stage monitor mixing and

main‑mix position, as well as 2 stage assistants/ loaders (available at all times).

Engineers shall be familiar with the sound system and have access

and authority to adjust crossover points, amplifier levels, etc. The same

engineers shall be there during sound check and all performances.

III. DRESSING ROOMS
At least 6 chairs, mirrors including one full‑length mirror, lights, clothes rack and hangers, electrical outlet, trash can, clean bathroom with shower, hot and cold running water, fresh soap, toilet tissue and towels. Heated to at least 72 degrees. Dressing rooms must be locked or guarded. Purchaser will be responsible for security of all items in dressing room area, and will keep unauthorized people out.

IV. SECURITY
Purchaser shall provide at least one (1) security person to report at least one hour before show time and remain throughout the engagement. When access to

the stage area is in contact with the public, an adequate security force will be

provided to secure a safe and uncongested approach and departure for all members of the band.

V. FOOD AND BEVERAGE REQUIREMENTS

Please do not substitute any item requested without the consent of the Artist's

Tour Manager noted on the face of this contract.

The following should be placed in the Artists dressing room so as to be

available before, during and after sound check:

Coffee (freshly brewed)
Tea (herbal) and boiling water

Milk, half & half, sugar, honey, etc.

Cups and stirrers

One (1) case assorted cold soft drinks (prefer: Coke, Mountain Dew, Diet Coke, Gatorade, bottled drinking water)
One (1) case imported beer, bottles only (prefer: Heineken, Rolling Rock, Corona)

Cold cut deli platter (Turkey, Salami, roast beef, cheeses)
Fresh uncut ripe fruit for four (4) people
Nuts (Cashews)
Breads (wheat, rye and Kaiser rolls)
1lb. bag M&M almond candies
Forks, spoons, knives, napkins, plates, bowls, condiments, etc.
       The following should be made available for dinner for four (4) people          
       following the sound check:
* Fresh salad (1000 island, Italian, and blue cheese salad dressing, on the side)

* Two (2) hot vegetable side dishes

* One soup selection (no dairy, no cans)

* One entree of chicken or beef.
* Desserts (i.e.: chocolate cake, carrot cake)

* And all other beverages mentioned above
A One Hundred-Forty Dollar ($140.00) cash buy-out is acceptable.

VI. TRANSPORTATION

A. 

Purchaser shall provide Ground Transportation for four (4) persons, luggage and

equipment, to and from airport, hotel and venue: A Limousine, 15 passenger Cargo Van or a 7 passenger Mini Van are requested. A buyout of $500.00 USD for ground transportation is acceptable.

Purchaser agrees to supply, at Purchaser's sole expense, one person, with a

vehicle, to assist band and/or crew with local errands and purchases. This person

should be prepared to locate music stores, dry cleaners, and/or other services upon

the groups arrival, and until one hour after the conclusion of the performance.

VII. ACCOMMODATIONS

A.

Four (4) Singles with King size beds at a hotel acceptable to Artist. Hotel is to be modern, extremely clean, and have clean ventilation. All 4 rooms to be non-smoking.
VIII. PAYMENTS
A. 

All payments (guarantees and overages) shall be made to Artist upon request 30 minutes before show time.

All payments shall be made in cash unless specifically agreed upon beforehand.
